Through partnership, we can share knowledge, coordinate activities, and ensure that people
seeking sanctuary have access to the support, opportunities, and community connections they
need to rebuild their lives.

• Share information and resources that support people seeking sanctuary.

Organisations can become
recognised as Places of Sanctuary by learning about refugee experiences, embedding welcoming
practices, and sharing their commitment with the wider community.
